There are a total of three 90 minute exam papers for the GCSE course. (1 non calculator and 2 calculator). 

How can I help my child with their Maths?
All students are set home learning tasks on a regular basis. In addition to supporting your son or daughter with this work, there are other ways that you can help your child to succeed in Maths.
· Use the PiXL Maths App for regularly identifying and addressing areas of weakness. The App can be downloaded through both the Apple and Android store, and can be accessed through a web browser at https://mathsapp.pixl.org.uk/. Students can log on using the following details:Useful Websites:

· Students also have access to drfrostmaths.com. This is a very useful website where students can revise topics or practice exam questions. This will also be used as one of their fortnightly homeworks.
· Practice papers, past papers, mark schemes and solutions are all available to the students through google classroom. Any student wishing to have a printed copy of the papers can purchase these from their maths teacher. There is a small cost of £1 and the pack includes two full sets of three papers. 
· Students will be set a written piece of homework which will be set and submitted via google classroom. This will be marked and then students will be set follow up work to complete in their books in red pen based on their strengths and weaknesses. All students are expected to complete home learning activities even if they have missed the lesson it was set. 
· All students will be set a third homework task based around revision. Students are encouraged to use their revision guides to aid them with this work however, should they not have a revision guide, all students have pixl website to help them along with a number of other useful websites listed here. The students will be assessed on this homework through activities in lessons. 
· Ensure that they have the equipment that they need – they will be using their calculators, rulers, protractors and compasses in lessons as well as in the exams next summer.
· All students will be sitting two mocks throughout the year, the first being before October half term. Students will experience a walking talking mocks throughout the year, which should help the students understand how best to approach the exam questions. Please encourage students to make full use of all the help available to them. 
· Results from the mock will be uploaded onto the pixl maths website where the students will then be able to see their own strengths and weaknesses immediately. Please encourage the students to use pixl to inform their revision.
