Careers

We are pleased to be able to invite our Year 11 students to participate in the ‘Macclesfield Virtual Careers & Education EXPO’ organised by The Pledge Partnership for Cheshire & Warrington on Thursday 7th October 6.00pm – 7.30pm. This event is free and open to all within Macclesfield, Poynton, Wilmslow and Knutsford especially those in Year 11. 

Due to the need for students to focus on core curriculum subjects during the school day, this event will take place in the evening at 6pm – 7.30pm. Therefore, we ask that you block this out in the diary and support your young person to make time to enable them to benefit from this great opportunity.  The purpose of this event is to enable students to explore ideas of what subjects to study, careers to pursue, make connections with businesses and understand educational pathways and opportunities. 

Whilst it is still unknown whether we can host traditional careers fairs, this is a great alternative for students and will be hosted on Learn Live, an online platform.  On the night, students will watch a series of short videos from employers and local colleges and can take part in using the Live Chat function, which is fully moderated, allowing them to ask questions safely and directly to employers and education providers during the live event. The workplace may be changing, but young people still need information so that they can make informed decisions about their future.

As a school we need to monitor attendance at these events so we are strongly encouraging all young people and parents to register prior to the event by simply scrolling down to click the ‘Register Now’ button. 

The Cheshire and Warrington Pledge Partnership is a fully funded programme that operates across the sub-region split into ‘Pledge’ areas. The Pledge works with 100% of all mainstream schools, youth groups and over 400 employers. Thus, enabling employers to work directly with young people to inform and inspire them, helping them become more work ready and aware of opportunities within their own locality. The Macclesfield Pledge operates across Macclesfield, Poynton, Wilmslow and Knutsford and works with schools and the colleges to deliver sessions such as CV writing, employer talks and much more.

Proud Letters

Please do not tell your young person. The ‘surprise’ element had the biggest impact last year.

For a number of years now, we, as a school have held a whole year group ‘Proud assembly’ to celebrate students’ achievements and let them know how proud we are of them before they begin their examinations. An integral part of the assembly sees our young people receiving a SURPIRSE letter from somebody they are close to. The letter will be opened by students in the assembly and provides an opportunity for you to tell your young person how proud you are of them. Of course, we are aware that you do his regularly but we have found this to be a lovely opportunity for them to take stock of the words you give them and provides a keep sake for the future.

Free school meals

You can claim free school meals for each child who attends school in Cheshire East if you receive one of these benefits:

• Income Support
• Income based Jobseeker's Allowance
• Income related Employment Support Allowance
• Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
• The guaranteed element of State Pension Credit
• Child Tax Credit - as long as you have a yearly household income of less than £16,190 (as assessed   by HM Revenue and Customs) and do not get working Tax Credit
• Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit)
• Universal Credit with no earned income or with net monthly earnings less than £616.67
